You'll get to explore further afield in Stage 2 on our residential field trips. The
destinations we visit change from year-to-year. Recent Physical Geography trips
have visited Iceland, Ireland and the Netherlands. Human Geography trips have
been to Barcelona, Berlin, Copenhagen and Bosnia.

Between Stages 2 and 3 you will have the option to complete fieldwork in
physical or human geography as a part of your Dissertation. You'll have the
opportunity to apply for Expedition funding to enable you to conduct ambitious
dissertation research anywhere in the world.
